Documents required for NCTU scholarship application 
 
For those students who intend to apply the NCTU scholarship for 2010 spring and 
have handed in the form of “Application for International Student Scholarships for 
Current Students”, you need to provide the following documents for review. Please 
submit your documents to the Office of International Affairs by 11th of February. It 
is your responsibility to submit the required documents listed below in time. Please 
keep in mind that delay of submitting the documents may lead to the failure of 
acquiring the scholarship. If you are receiving other financial supports such as 
working salaries or any other scholarships, you are not eligible to apply for this 
scholarship. 
 
 The required document for undergraduate applicants: 
 
1. An original transcript issued by the NCTU Registrar Division. A sample 

application form is attached to assist your transcript application to the Registrar 
Division.  

 
 For graduate students who have not yet completed the credits should submit the 

documents listed below:  
 
1.  An original transcript issued by the NCTU Registrar Division. A sample 

application form is attached to assist your transcript application to the Registrar 
Division. 

2.  A recommendation letter from your advisor. A sample format is attached. 
(optional) 

 
 The required additional documents for graduate students who had completed the 

required credits for graduation should submit the documents listed below: 
 
1.  An original transcript issued by the NCTU Registrar Division. A sample 

application form is attached to assist your transcript application to the Registrar 
Division. 

2.  A recommendation letter from your advisor. A sample format is attached.  
3.  A 1-2 page (12pt, single spaced) report of your research/thesis progress to date.  

The report should be recognized and signed by your advisor.  



4.  A list of publications if available. 
 

As a scholarship applicant, you are expected to read through the “Regulations for 
International Scholarships at National Chiao Tung University”. The breach of the 
regulations will lead to the failure of acquiring the scholarship.
